Plus (GS+) which established new guidelines for the preparation, requirements, and &doption of
general plans. These new State guidelines caused the City of Sreticté/sstaotoplete

rewrite of their General Plan, VISTA 2010. VISTA 2020 conforms to the new requirerpents. The

guidelines also require public vote ratify the general plans.

In VISTA 2020, each Element stands alone as required by State Lawhadk elements
interrelationship; therefore, a holistic deeaikiog approach is fundamental to City action.
